Dear Friends in Our Lord Jesus:

For more than 5,000 years, a single
mysterious topic has baffled the world’s
greatest thinkers.

From the birth of recorded history, when the
first scribe stabbed a stick into a clay tablet
and drew the first hieroglyph, down to the
present age of instantaneous worldwide
communication, humans have thirsted
insatiably for its elusive elixir.

Hammurabi sought it. Noah heard it.
Abraham followed it. Socrates questioned it.
Aristotle diagrammed it. Paul of Tarsus
bowed down to it.

Over the centuries, philosophers have
wrestled with it. Theologians have agonized
over it. Emperors have longed for it. Poets
have sung about it. Artists have struggled to
depict it.

To those who are oppressed, it always offers
hope and peace. To those who oppress
others, it always promises justice and
amelioration.

Itis, in point of fact, more of a riddle than a
subject of investigation.

And here is why: Books alone will never
convey it. Tests alone will never prove it.
Years of struggle will never accomplish it.
Sheer willpower will never sustain it. And
bold determination will never replenish it.
The strongest grip cannot grasp it. The
strongest arm cannot reach it. The
strongest mind cannot sustain it.

In a word, it is called Wisdom.

Wisdom. But even when we call its name,
we find ourselves searching for it in the
wrong places.

Hundreds of illustrations come to mind, but
here is a little story that merely proves the

In the spring of 1996, a 17-year-old high school
senior from Freemont, California, made national
hews when she did the unthinkable. She made
perfect scores — 800’s — on both sections of the
Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT). And she also
made a perfect score of 8,000 on the rigorous
University of California entrance exam. The young
student was known as “wonder woman” by her
friends, primarily because she was able to figure
out questions and problems that stumped even
the wisest of her teachers. And even though she
aced the California university exam, she decided
to enroll in Harvard University.

But here is where her story gets interesting . . .
and perplexing.

As she was being interviewed by a battalion of
reporters from the print and electronic news
media, the young woman was asked all sorts of
nane and ridiculous questions. But she always
had an answer. She always had an explanation.
She always had something to say.

And then one enterprising reporter decided to sum
up the mass interview by asking one final ques-
tion. “What is the meaning of life?” the reporter
asked.

The young girl's face went blank. She shrugged
her shoulders, looked glaringly at the TV cam-
eras, and replied: “ have no idea.”

Precisely.

There are, in fact, certain things that earthly
knowledge will never answer. And the “meaning” of
ife is one of them.

To find THAT answer, we have to turn to God. As
the Bible tells us: “To be wise, you must first have
reverence for the Lord. If you know the Holy One,
you have understanding” (Proverbs 9:10).

St. Paul puts it this way: “Let no one delude
himself. If anyone thinks he is wise in a worldly
way, he had better become a fool. In that way he
Wwill really be wise, for the wisdom of this world is
absurdity with God” (I Corinthians 3:18-19).

After all, it's not WHAT you know that counts.

It's WHO you know.

Most children learn the hard way that the worst
thing to say during summer vacation is this:
“There’s nothing to do. I'm bored!”

| learned that lesson a long time ago. And most
of you adults did, too. That one simple
expression of boredom was an express ticket
to pull weeds, or clean the bathroom, or dry the
dishes, or vacuum the floor, or fold the laundry,
or bathe the dog.

Now, we should be willing to help with all of
those things ANYWAY . . . but there are other
tasks we can set before ourselves (and our
children) this summer to spread the joy and the
love of the Lord. Things that are NOT boring.
Things that can bring a smile to others.
Consider this Top Ten list of things to do as a
family this summer:

(10) When you're out of town, make a few
phone calls and visit a few churches during the
week.

(9) While on vacation, make a special effort to
attend mid-week worship services as well as
Sunday services.

(8) Make home-made cards and art projects for
a nearby nursing home, assisted living, or
retirement center. And then make an
appointment to drop them off. (Always call
ahead of time.)

(7) Make home-made cards and art projects for
police, fire, and emergency medical staff. And
then make an appointment to drop them off.
(Again, always call ahead of time.)

(6) Buy a children’s song book and teach your
children or grandchildren a new song each
week. (There are hundreds of good song books
with a Christian perspective.)

(5) Take a “nature walk” every day and spend
time talking about the marvels of God’s glorious
creation. Ask your children or grandchildren if
they can “see God’s fingerprints.”

(4) Take an extra 30 minutes a week and attend
our 5:30 p.m. Wednesday service of Holy
Communion.

(3) Follow the four little services called “Daily
Devotions for Individuals and Families” in the
Book of Common Prayer (BCP, pp. 136-140).
And then talk about it.

(2) Read a chapter a day from the Bible — with
your children or grandchildren — and then TALK
about what you read.

(1) Spend an additional 10 minutes a day in
prayer, with your children or grandchildren, and
let THEM say what they are thankful for and what
they would like to pray for.

Some people said the young girl was wasting her
time. Others said she was throwing her life away.
Still others shook their heads in disbelief.
Historian David Porter had these comments about
the young girl:

“Born Agnes Boyaxhiu to Albanian parents, she
went to India in 1929 as a member of the Loreto
Order of nuns. There she taught for many years
and became headmistress of a school. In 1946,
she received her 'call within a call’ to work with the
poorest of the poor.

By 1948, she had received permission to leave her
Loreto order
and trained in the nursing skills needed to carry out
her calling.”

The story continues:

“She prayed, 'Oh, God, if | cannot help these
people
in their poverty and their suffering, let me
at least die with them, close to them,
so that | can show them your love.”
Wasted time and energy? Wasted effort?

You decide.

The young girl who was born Agnes Boyaxhiu
started an effort
that now includes almost 5,000 sisters and
brothers, 755 homes, and
1,369 medical clinics that serve more than 130,000
people around the world.

We know Agnes today as Mother Teresa of
Calcutta.

SPECIAL COMMUNION SERVICE
FROM 1662 BCP
SCHEDULED FOR 10 AM WORSHIP
ON JULY 5

In honor of the July 4th holiday, our 10 a.m. service
of Holy Communion on Sunday, July 5, will be taken
from the 1662 Book of Common Prayer — the
prayer book in use in “the British colonies” at the
time our Declaration of Independence was adopted.
The service will be identical to the one used in
Anglican parishes in “the colonies,” with the
exception that prayers for King George and his
family will be omitted.

The 1662 service is strikingly similar to the Rite |
service we use at our 8 a.m. service on Sundays,
and it is very appropriate on the July 4 weekend
since two-thirds of the signers of the Declaration of
Independence were members of Anglican parishes.
At the beginning of the service, we will read the
preamble to the Declaration of Independence,
followed by our processional hymn — “O God, our
help in ages past.”

This one-time-a-year service — held with the
permission of our bishop — is a great time to bring
visitors and guests.
